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The FVRD and The Society have come to a new 

management agreement for 2010 that includes an all 

new fee schedule for our riderôs.  

 When it comes down to the real truth it is not so much 

making money at Island 22 as it is justifying its use as a 

horse park. This means the more you use it the happier 

the FVRD and the Society are. We have been working 

together to come up with a fee schedule that can fit into 

everyoneôs budget and we hope will encourage a lot 

more use out of the park.   

One of the big things that we have been able to work out 

is overnight paddock usage. We know that closing over 

night paddock use was a big blow to our riders from up  

country and the Island. Island 22 is a major training 

ground for everyone but it is not feasible for those of 

you from farther away to train at the park and drive back 

all in one day.  To make this happen we are working 

together with the sport fishermen who have been just as 

affected by the overnight closure as we have. This 

means that we are asking you to please work around 

them as they will be parking in the Equestrian parking 

area during peak times. They will not use the area if the 

park has been rented out for the day or weekend. We 

will be sectioned off an area and asking them to park 
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only on one side of the parking lot. Access to the water tap 

for hosing down your horses will remain open at all times.  

On the right is the new schedule. The basics have remained 

the same: $10 per day for drop-in riding, $50 for an 

individual seasonôs pass and $100 for the family seasons 

pass. Also staying the same is the way clinics can be held. 

Many coaches head down there on a weekend with a group 

of their students and all their students are required to pay is 

the $10 drop in fee or have a seasons pass. There is no need 

to register having a clinic they just need to understand that 

they do not have exclusive use of the park, rings or any of the 

jumps.  What has changed is the addition of Carriage users ï 

they do not need to pay per horse but per combined driving 

team whether that is one horse or four.  

DAY PARKING FOR RIDERS  

What has also changed is the parking situation for drop 

in riders . In the past the gate house did not understand the 

realities behind trailer-pooling horses but having the rider 

come in a separate car with all their tack. It will now be 

recognized that one horse equals one vehicle ï so a trailer 

carrying 4 horses can have three vehicles included with it. 

PLEASE DO NOT ABUSE THIS!! This is a trial run ï 

abuse of this privilege will result in having to pay for all 

vehicles parking next year.  This means that spectators to 

your lessons, small clinics & shows will need to pay the $5 

parking charge if the gate house is open.  Please understand  
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
